APRIL 30, 2011 

General Fund 
 

Identified receipts for the month of April were 
$15,000, versus a budgeted amount of $11,000.  
Year to date receipts are $56,000 versus a 
budgeted amount of $45,000.  This variance is the 
result of the booking in 2011 of prepaid giving 
that was received in 2010.
